A Guide to using IPMR for CES data

General introduction to IPMR

· For a general introduction to IPMR please look at the ‘Beginners Guide to IPMR’ by Annie Poole and Bridget Griffin.  The Guide is on the IPMR CD which is available from the BTO or you can download it from the BTO website at:

This will give you details of how to set up places, ring strings, ringers details and enter ringing data.

Setting up your place code

· When you start using IPMR to manage your CES data and produce the files for BTO there are a number of settings that you will need to alter.  Assuming that you have a place code set up for your CES site, go to Control>Places>Own Place Details and click on the place name and then Edit.  The Place details will appear on the screen (Figure 1).  Click on the box next to CES Site (top right hand corner) so that the box has a tick in it.

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· Within the Places screen, click on the blue button saying CES Site Details and a pop-up window will appear (Figure 2).  Enter your CES Site Number (available from the CES Organiser ces@bto.org).  Enter the first year of the CES and click on Save & Exit.

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Setting up subsites

a) Standard nets

· For CES, it is necessary to create Ringing Subsites (Figure 3) and then tick the relevant CES box (Figure 4).

· To create a Ringing Subsite go to Control>Ringing Subsites.  Under Subsite code enter the name of the subsite and under Subsite name give a name. At the simplest level you could have one subsite code that covered your whole CES eg Subsite code could be CES and Subsite name could be CES nets.  This would cover all your standard CES nets.  Personally I like to record which CES net each bird comes from  so I have created a subsite code for each net (listed as 1CES, 2CES, 3CES etc) in Figure 3.  If you didn’t want to record each net separately you could record each line of nets used eg LineA, LineB or whatever.

· If you click on a Subsite code a black arrow will appear down the left hand side of the box.  When the line is highlighted, click on Subsite details and another box will appear (Figure 4).

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· Select the habitat type for the first and second habitats (optional).  If you don’t select a habitat type then the habitat code for the Place name will be used.  Select the capture method (mist net). Ensure that you click on the Standard Net box and that a tick appears in the box.  The example above shows that subsite 7CES (CES net 7) is a CES standard net.

b) Extra/additional nets

· If you use extra nets on your CES then you must set up a subsite for the extra nets (Figure 5).  On my site we rarely use extra nets so I only have one subsite code for extra nets called XCES (CES extra net).  If you regularly use extra nets you might want to create a subsite for each extra net.  From the Ringing Subsites box (Figure 3) create the code for extra nets and then select the code and click on Subsite details.  A box will appear (Figure 5); click on the Additional Net box and ensure that a tick appears in the box.

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c) Extra/additional visits

· If you make extra visits then you should create subsite codes for these visits (Figure 6).  Set up a subsite code eg X1CES (extra visit CES1) and ensure that the Excluded Net box is ticked.

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Entering ringing and retrap data

· Enter your ringing and retrap data in the same way as other ringing data using Capture>Enter Capture Details.  Ensure that your Field Setup (Captures>Field Setup) includes the Subsite field.  

Ringing Sessions

· You will need to set up your ringing session information so that IPMR knows what dates CES visits were completed.  IPMR will then search the ringing database for all birds caught on a specific data at a specific place (and will know that it is a CES bird because of the subsite information).

· Go to Captures>Constant Effort Sites>Ringing Sessions and a box will appear (Figure 7).  Select Place and Year from the drop-down-menus.  Enter the dates for each session, together with the start and finish time, amount of netting used and weather conditions.  Tick the box under CES recording visit.

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Year and session reports

· There are several very useful reports here that will help you check your CES data for inputting errors.

· The Year Summary button produces a report that displays the numbers of birds caught (by age) for each CES visit (Figure 8).  You can check these figures against your field notebook to ensure they tally.

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· The Year Detail button produces a report that lists all birds caught, separated by age, for each CES visit (Figure 9).

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· The Visits Detail button gives a breakdown of the species trapped by age (Figure 10).  Enter the visit number you want to check in the box provided on the screen.  This report differs from the Year Detail report by only showing the specified visit.

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· The Visits Checking button produces a report showing the ring number and visit number for each bird caught on the CES (Figure 11).

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· To see birds captured at the CES site without a visit (that have not been specifically excluded) use the No Visit Captures report button.

Annual Submission

· To produce the Annual Submission go to Captures>Constant Effort Sites>Annual Submission.  You are presented with a box (Figure 12).  Select the CES Location from the drop-down menu and select the Year.

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· Click on the Summary Report button.

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· The Summary Report will be saved to your Hard Disk at:

C:\ipmr\data\output\s447-02.rtf

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· Return to Captures>Constant Effort Sites>Annual Submission and click on the Submission button.  A pop-up box will appear to say the data is being processed (Figure 15).

· The two data files required will automatically be saved to the Hard Disk at:

C:\ipmr\data\output\s447-02.h

C:\ipmr\data\output\s447-02.ces

(where 447 is the CES site number)

· By choosing the top option (Create e-mail to sent to BTO HQ) an email (Figure 16) will automatically be created and the CES files attached (two data files) as a ZIP file.  However, the CES Summary Report is not automatically attached so please manually attach the report to the email (it is stored in c:\ipmr\data\output). Other options are creating an email to send to your Ringing Group Secretary (if you ring as a group), copying the files to a disk or just leaving a copy of the output files on the Hard Disk.

CES Summary Report

Ensure that the CES Summary Sheet has been sent with your data submission.  You can do this manually at the time you send the data (detailed above) or you can send it with a separate email.

You will be asked if you want to preview the report or create an RTF (rich text format) submission (Figure 13).  Click Preview report if you wish to look at the report (Figure 14).  If you are happy with the report (see below), close down the page.  Click the Summary Report button again and then press the Submission button.
