Cameron’s Cottage has

been created as a legacy to Cameron Bespolka who

died in 2013 aged sixteen. Cameron had a deep

passion for nature, which began as a young child and

developed further as he got older and the Cottage

exists to help young people f ind that passion.

The Young Leaders course is aimed at those young

people who want to make a difference for the natural

world and for people. The course focuses on skil ls

that will  help you advance as a leader.  These include

practical skil ls,  such as how to run successful guided

activit ies or meetings, but also theoretical skil ls such

as management styles and partnership working.

W H O  C A N  A P P L Y ?

At the t ime of the course, 18 to 24 ( inclusive) years

old.

The course is open to young people resident in the

UK, who are: 

The programme will  see you meet a variety of

leaders from across the ornithological sector.  

The course will  be hosted by a mixture of staff from

BTO Youth and guest speakers from the wider

conservation sector.  The programme may change

depending on weather,  but will  include sessions on:

Negotiating and influencing ;  how to use a

leadership posit ion to affect posit ive change.

Guiding events ;  from bird walks to debates, how do

you run and organise a safe and inclusive event? 

Networking ;  put into practice some of the theory

around networking in an interactive activity.

Building a community ;  how do you bring together a

variety of stakeholders for the greater good?

Working in partnership ;  understanding the

importance of working together in the sector.  

Practical skills ;  such as running successful meetings,

making presentations, and writ ing CVs.

The course will  take place at the bri l l iant Cameron's Cottage, located in RSPB

reserve Franchises Lodge in the New Forest.  The course will  start on Monday

21 August at 13:00 .  We advise that you arrive a bit  before then and staff will

be available from 12:00 onwards to welcome you on-site.  The programme will

run unti l  15:00 on Thursday 24 August .  After this it 's t ime for everyone to

head home. We can provide pick-ups and drop-offs at Southampton train

station if  needed.

If  you are travell ing from further

afield to attend the course, we

may be able to help you f ind

hostel accommodation in

Southampton for the evening of

the 20th of August,  but note that

this is only available for over-18s

and is subject to availabil ity in

Southampton. 



G E T T I N G  T H E R E

Cameron's Cottage is reachable by public transport

via Southampton, from where we will  arrange a pick-

up. There is also ample parking for those driving. 

If  travel expenses are a barrier to you, please

indicate this on your application. We have a l imited

number of travel bursaries available.  

A C C O M M O D A T I O N

Accommodation will  be at Cameron's Cottage, which

has shared dormitories.  You will  be required to share

with up to f ive other course members.  We will  share

the cooking and cleaning responsibil it ies.  The

Cottage is in the middle of the New Forest so we'll

have lots of outdoor t ime.

C O S T  +  E Q U I P M E N T

The course is completely free of charge. I t  is

important to us that anyone can access the resources

they need to develop their leadership skil ls .  We do

ask that,  by applying, you commit to taking your

place if  you are successful with your application as

we will  have fewer spaces than applicants.  

You do not need to bring much to the course; you

may f ind it  helpful to bring a laptop  i f  you have one,

and binoculars for birdwatching. We will  provide

notebooks, pens, and spare binoculars as well .  

Please note this is not a birdwatching course,

and so this will  not be the focus of the activities.

We will

ask you questions about yourself and your travel

plans, and three questions to f ind out more about

why you want to come on the course. Those

questions are:

Tell us what you hope to learn on the course, and

how you would apply this in your daily l ife.

Max 2,500 characters.  

Who is a leader who inspires you, and why?

Max 1,500 characters

Have you been in a position of leadership before? If

yes, what did you enjoy and what did you find

challenging?

Max 2,000 characters.  I f  you have not been in a

posit ion of leadership before, that's OK; just say so!

If  you'd rather record a video of yourself answering

these questions, you can do so and email the video

to youth@bto.org .  You will  st i l l  need to f i l l  in the rest

of the application form online.
